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Be weary of what you download from the internet. Yahoo.com’s � HYPERLINK "http://tech.yahoo.com/blogs/raskin/1515;_ylt=A9G_fp.yjylF0hwAFR4WLpA5" �Tech Advisor� section  warns on the dangers of downloading screen savers. The report advises that downloading screensavers are likely to have harmful spyware, adware, and tagging. These applications secretly track your web activity and can even store and report personal information. “McAfee found the most dangerous screensaver this summer was Miami Vice, and that sites offering baseball or World Cup soccer downloads also were high on the risk list. Sadly, some of the biggest targets for screensaver foul play are cartoon characters. (Raskin).” 





Your best protection from obtaining malicuous software attached to downloaded screensavers is to not download them. If you feel you must, verify that the screen saver is from a very reputable well known site and run a virus malware scan after the download.
